Construction of the Site C Clean Energy Project commenced on July 27, 2015. This third
Heritage Resources Management Plan (HRMP) annual report was prepared in accordance with
Condition 15.6 of the Decision Statement which states:

The Proponent shall implement the plan and provide to the Agency an analysis and
summary of the implementation of the plan, as well as any amendments made to the plan
in response to the results, on an annual basis during construction and for the first five
years of operation, unless otherwise indicated.

BC Hydro completed heritage work regarding palaeontological, archaeological and historical
resources in the past year in accordance with the HRMP. The work completed is described in
three reports: two that discuss archaeological and protected historical resources, and the third
that discusses palaeontological resources. Lastly, attached is a table that provides a summary
of compliance with HRMP conditions.

In accordance with the HRMP and Heritage Conservation Act permits, BC Hydro completed
archaeological and historical impact management from primarily April through October, 2017.
This work is described in the following two reports:

The Annual Report — HCA Permits for Golder and Ecofor provide details of work completed, the
analysis of the results, incidents as applicable, chance finds as applicable, learnings, and
conclusions and recommendations. Both reports include an Executive Summary.

BC Hydro completed palaeontological work in 2017 in accordance with the HRMP and the
Canadian Environmental Assessment Act, 2012, which requires that any structure, site or thing
that is of paleontological significance be taken into consideration. There is no provincial
regulation regarding palaeontological resources. The report describes work completed in 2017
regarding palaeontological resources.

When referenced again, the annual report will be called 2017 Annual Report:
Palaeontological Resources. Please note that this report will be submitted upon completion by
approximately April 30, 2018. Please also note that we will provide the 2016 Annual Report:
Palaeontological Resources which will summarize palaeontological field work completed in 2016
(Year 7) focused on areas recommended for mitigation through Preservation-by-Record prior to
site preparation (i.e., clearing, grubbing, and road improvements).
