INTRODUCTION

Highway 29 is a two-lane arterial undivided highway under the jurisdiction of the British
Columbia Ministry of Transportation and Infrastructure (MoT]I) that connects Hudson’s Hope to
Fort St. John on the north side of the Peace River. When reservoir filling begins, the Site C
Reservoir will widen the Peace River by two-to-three times, covering parts of the highway. As a
result, BC Hydro has partnered with MoTI to realign approximately 30km of existing highway at
Lynx Creek, Dry Creek, Farrell Creek, east of Farrell Creek, Halfway River, and Cache Creek. A
berm has also been constructed for shoreline protection at Hudson’s Hope. Portage Mountain
Quarry is the primary source of riprap and bedding material for the Hudson’s Hope berm, and
for Highway 29 realignment activities.

Activities at Portage Mountain Quarry require water use for dust control, vehicle washing and
fire protection. On March 3, 2021, the Ministry of Forests, Lands, Natural Resource Operations
and Rural Development (FLNRORD) issued Water Sustainability Act S10 Short Term Use of
Water Approval 9000587, expiring March 1, 2023, to BC Hydro permitting water withdrawal for
works related to Portage Mountain Quarry.

BC Hydro is now submitting this renewal application for continued use of water to support
remaining activities at Portage Mountain Quarry, such as reclamation. This document provides
information on existing conditions, proposed activities and works, schedule of work, access and
equipment and the future use of the area.
