AMENDMENT #2 (AMENDMENT) 

TO CERTIFICATE #E14-02 
WHEREAS: 
 
A. On October 14, 2014, the Minister of Environment, and the Minister of Energy, 

Mines, Petroleum Resources, issued Environmental Assessment Certificate 
#E14-02 (Certificate) to British Columbia Hydro and Power Authority. 

B. The Certificate authorized British Columbia Hydro and Power Authority 
(BC Hydro) to construct and operate the Site C Clean Energy Project 
14 kilometres south west of Fort St. John, BC. 

C. On June 22, 2018, the Certificate was amended (Amendment #1) to revise the 
design of the generating station and spillway of the Site C Clean Energy 
Project. 

D. On July 24, 2018, BC Hydro submitted an application to amend the Certificate, 
Section 4.3.4.1, Table 4.5 of Schedule A, BC Hydro has requested an 
amendment (Amendment #2) to lengthen Halfway River Bridge to address 
geotechnical concerns. 

E. Pursuant to Section 4 of the Act, the Executive Director has delegated to the 
undersigned, powers and duties under the Act, including the power to consider 
requests for certificate amendments. 
 

NOW THEREFORE, 
 
I amend the Certificate as follows: 
 
1. Section 4.3.4.1 of Table 4.5 of Schedule A is amended as follows for the 

Halfway River Segment:  

• The total length of the segment (km) is “3.7km”.  

• The bridge length (m) is “up to 1,100m”.  

• The number of piers is “up to 19”. 

• The number of bridge spans is “up to 20”.
